�  Verses assigned each week can be recited to the Campus Communicator (or 

other designated listener) for a small treat and recognition in the campus 
newsletter. 

�  Other reading assignments will also be assigned to aid in family prayer and 
devotions 

 
Class Notes  

Students are required to take notes weekly in class; part of class participation grade 
�  Teachers will instruct students in note taking skills 
�  Culturative History notes may be used for pop tests, English writing assignments 

 
Class Participation 

Arriving in class with tools, paper, books -  
�  Includes, but not limited to, pop quizzes, note taking, participation in class 

discussion 
�  Graded weekly, but may be recorded as one cumulative grade for the quarter 
 

Class Projects and Presentations  
Presented in Culturative History, individual students will combine outside reading 
and research with a display, model, costume or other visual aid for their 
presentation. 
The purpose is to help students have a better understanding and appreciation for the 
respective time periods we are studying. 
�  Each student will be responsible for several in-class mini-presentations 

throughout the year 
�  Projects will be presented orally for practice and experience in speaking before a 

group 
�  A grading matrix will be provided 
�  All students will be responsible for helping prepare for Pioneer Days and other 

items as needed 
 

Field Trips  
Coincide with the lessons -   
�  One week in the fall is set aside as field trip week 
�  At least five field trips will be scheduled for this week; two are required in first 

semester and a field trip questionnaire must be turned in for each. 
�  It is advised that a parent plan to attend 
�  PAideia polos are to be worn on all field trips 
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 Future Field Trip Plans include: 
  Spring of 2009: France 
 
Grade Sheets  

PAideia will present a grade sheet at the end of each quarter, for each course, 
signed by the teacher -   
�  ~ 20 items per quarter per course 
�  Sheet will reflect only items turned in on due date or one week late (with a 10 

point deduction) 
�  Parents may keep their own grades at home if desired

Book Reports 

Provide an opportunity for students to read and summarize books related to the 
historical period being studied 
�  Year Three:  Required in all quarters 
�  Books are to be chosen from the list on the web 
�  There is a sample book report grading matrix on the web 
�  Reports will be assigned in English, reminders will be in the homework chart  

 
Changes 

Because homework charts are formed weeks before the classroom lecture, there will 
be occasional changes to the homework chart. The teachers work hard to make sure 
that students are learning the desired information and this can result in 
changes/additions to the homework posted on the web  
�  Changes should be announced at end of class period  
�  Changes should be emailed to each family weekly by the Campus Communicator 

in the campus newsletter 
�  Read, print, and discuss changes with your student 

 
YEAR Three note:   The opportunity for convocation presentations will be 
provided immediately following lunch. Convocations will be done by family 
groups. Each presentation will begin with a five minute Tapestry Pageant of 
Philosophy OR a specific missionary as set out in the convocation sign-up.  
All matrices for presentations will be found on the web.  
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Convocation Presentation 
A presentation given in front of the other students for the purpose of:  

1) providing students the opportunity to study one topic or region in depth, 
2) producing a visual display of the student’s interest and talent,  
3) giving an oral presentation,  
4) working in a group,  
5) synthesizing and relating information on one topic,   
6) giving the listening students an opportunity to learn to take notes from an oral 

presentation and to receive information in a different and interesting way. 

�  MSA/Elementary students are assigned one project per year  
�  MSB/HSC/HSD students do 2 projects per year; HSE students do 3 projects per 

year  
�  The matrix for projects is found on the web in the PAideia member’s area under 

grade level resources 
�  Several teachers grade the project  
�  The grades for the project from each teacher are averaged  
�  The Convocation Grade counts as three grades per class for the quarter(s) the 

students present the project  
�  Families work together on projects  
�  If a family consists of not more than three students, additional students may be 

added to this group to make a total project group  
�  High School Students are required to do a PowerPoint presentation for their 

project  
�  The PowerPoint presentation adds to, but does not replace a student’s created 

piece of art. 
�  A handout (color or activity sheet) for the elementary students should be 

provided 

  
Coursebook 

Student is expected to keep Culturative History and English assignments organized 
in a coursebook (three ring binder) each quarter.  Quarterly material can be kept 
separately (1 inch binder) or integrated into one large notebook for the entire year’s 
work.   

 
Coursebooks provide a: 

- portfolio of student’s accomplishments 
- method of yearly review 
- opportunity for students to organize incorporated material 

�  A matrix of included assignments is located on web under grade level resources 
for each quarter 

�  The student’s coursebook is acceptable for use with open book/take home tests 
�  Extra assignments/field trip information can be placed in section where it applies 

or in a section for additional assignments 
�  It is the parent’s responsibility to print the matrix and return graded assignments 

on the date assigned 
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�  Grade will count triple on the Culturative History grade sheet each quarter 
�  Coursebooks will be organized with dividers for the time period/subject studied:

�  Assignment should consist of at least 6 sentences 
�  Thoughtful answer/explanation of assigned topic 
�  If journal assignments requires list or other format, follow directions 

 
Maps 

Map forms are available on the web in the PAideia Member’s area under grade level 
Culturative History resources. 
�  All continents, bodies of water, and assigned map details must be labeled 
�  Color is optional unless specified in assignment 

 
Movies 

All K-12 students will have mandatory movies to watch 
�  Approximately five movies are assigned per quarter in Culturative History  
�  Movies are assigned through the homework chart 
�  Movie content will be evaluated in class 
�  Parents may rent/borrow the movie and have their children watch it at home or 

with a study group 
�  A generic questionnaire (found on the web under PAideia Member’s area under 

Culturative History Resources) is to be filled out as you watch the movie

Every draft and correction is kept in this notebook behind the divider.  Teacher 
grades papers in this notebook each week so the teacher can constantly see 
progress on each paper, as well as, each student. 

 
Tests and Quizzes 

Ensure students understand each lesson, and may include maps, diagrams, and 
essay questions.  Dates will be listed on the homework chart.  During testing, MSA 
students may dictate an answer to the teacher or to the grader if this service is 
requested.  This is also an aid for younger students who have trouble with spelling or 
writing in a limited time frame. 

 
Timelines 

Give each student a visual of history unfolding throughout the millennia.  Ideally, the 
timeline should be kept in a binder to provide easy access for additions throughout 
the PAideia four year cycle of the study of history. (It may also be presented in a 
folder, connected sheets of paper, or computer generated calendars.)  A sample 
format is provided on the web, but is not mandatory.  Different periods of history will 
warrant varying spans of years on a page. 
�  Designed for students to refer to regularly with pages pertaining to the time 

period being discussed. Timelines should be brought to class. 
�  When available, dates and pictures will be provided for each week. Students are 

expected to keep up with adding these items to their timeline.   
�  Topics are color-coded based upon their area of history.  Students can use 

colored sections on their page or use colored highlighters to mark the individual 
dates. 

o Events/People   black and white 
o Arts                    blue 
o Music    yellow 
o Architecture   green 
o Science   red 
o Religion   purple 
o Literature   orange 
o Politics/Political Actions pink 

�  Timelines will be turned in for a grade each quarter (as specified in the 
homework chart) to assess if students are keeping up with adding dates as they 
are studied. 

�  Timelines will also be brought to class frequently as stated in the homework chart

�  Each family receives 10 tickets to this annual event 
  

 
Study Group 

Although an optional part of the PACES PAideia program, this day is integral to the 
successful student. 
�  Students work together on maps, reading assignments, discussion questions and 

poetry interpretation.   
�  Students meet in homes and discuss reading of the week in a relaxed 

atmosphere in someone’s home.  
�  All members of the family benefit from being part of this discussion.   
�  Moms are encouraged to come, participate and help students organize and study 

for the week.   
�  This time is also great for fellowship and meeting new friends of the same 

worldview.  
�  Parent Questions – assigned by deans as they write lesson plans these 

questions promote discussion and help parents communicate issues being 
studied.  These questions can also be used as evaluation by the parents each 
week to check progress and completion of assignments. 
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Summer Reading   
Books are assigned to be read over the summer to increase awareness and 
readiness for the school year. 
�  This reduces the anxiety of the ‘first reading’ of many of the classic pieces by 

introducing these books in the summer, when students should have more time to 
read, discuss and analyze the work with parents.   

�  These assignments are examined during the school year.   
�  Although the book’s cursory reading occurs during the summer, many parents 

find that the student re-reading in the school term enhances their 
comprehension.  Other parents find that the reading in the summer gives more 
time for other projects during the school year. 

�  The book list is found on the web site.   
�  Parents are encouraged to allow students to read ahead if the students desire.   
�  Students may read ALL book report books in the summer, if they desire.  

However, book reports SHOULD NOT be written in the summer, as the format 
will differ slightly from quarter to quarter.
